From Msgr. Harrington… 

“Have mercy on me, O God, in your goodness; in the greatness of your compassion wipe out 
my offense.  Thoroughly wash me from my guilt and of my sin cleanse me.”  Psalm 51 reminds us 
that it is so important for us to own up to our imperfections.  It is important for us to seek forgiveness.  
Centuries after the writing of this Psalm, Jesus comes into the world to precisely do that – to wash us 
from our guilt and cleanse from our sin. 

This need for forgiveness and mercy does not give us blanket permission to badger ourselves 
or whittle away our dignity and worth.  We face our wrongs as children of God and humbly ask 
forgiveness from a merciful and loving Father.   

“Cleanse me of sin with hyssop, that I may be purified; wash me, and I shall be whiter than 
snow.  Let me hear the sounds of joy and gladness; the bones you have crushed shall rejoice.  Turn 
your face from my sins, and blot out all my guilt.”  That is our goal; to be in union with God, hearing 
the sounds of His joy and gladness which become sounds of our joy and gladness. 

“Cast me not out from your presence, and your holy spirit take not from me.  Give me back the 
joy of your salvation, and a willing spirit sustain in me.”  To be forgiven, to wear robes of joy and 
gladness is such a blessing from Jesus.  He died and rose from the dead so that we might be 
forgiven.  It becomes our task to recognize His forgiveness that transforms us, therefore changing the 
face of the earth.  A world wrapped in forgiveness has no need to destroy itself.  People adorned with 
mercy have no need to destroy one another or disregard the wonder of life within and around.  Let us 
rejoice in His mercy!
