Peter denied Jesus three times. We hear about this in the proclamation of the Passion especially
during Holy Week. There is so much in the Passion narrative that it appears as one of those side stories. The
focus of the narrative, of course, is Jesus and what price He paid for our salvation. This story of Peter
reinforces the tragedy of Jesus’ death and resurrection. An important element of Jesus’ passion is this
fundamental rejection by those against Him and those for Him. He is rejected by the Father’s creation as the
Father brings about the new creation.

Fear is what prompted Peter’s denial of Jesus. This terrible fear that he would be recognized, therefore
condemned like Jesus was. Fear of what would happen to him personally, but also maybe a bit of worry about
what would happen to the ‘message’ if he were also captured and imprisoned so early in his calling as the
‘rock’ of the church.

What must have happened to Peter's heart when he realized what he had done? How devasting it

must have been that he vehemently denied the person he followed for three years, the person he new he
loved. This was the same Jesus that had cured his own mother-in-law. This Jesus of Nazareth that Peter had
declared in a public confession was the Son of the Living God. This Jesus that he had now denied knowing.
It must have torn away a part of Peter’s soul this terrible act that insulted and bruised the Beloved Son. And
yet, Jesus gave Peter the opportunity to move on from his treachery. How great is the forgiveness that
soothes the soul of the most heinous of sins — the betrayal of God? How fierce is the forgiveness of Jesus?
He would forgive even the one who denied Him. And Peter would take this forgiveness and lead the church of
Jesus to redemption. Peter would serve with his life that faith that he had once denied. He would do so with
tremendous love and compassion. He allowed Jesus to use his brokenness to bring wholeness to the world.

The same is asked of us.
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
